In his day, “moral” meant anything
concerned with human nature, not just ethics, as he makes
clear at the beginning of the first Enquiry, where he defines

“moral philosophy” as “the science of human nature” (EHU
1.1/5). Hume’ s aim is to bring the scientific method to bear
on the study of human nature.Hume is proposing an empiricist
alternative to traditional a priori metaphysics. His
empiricism is naturalistic in that it refuses to countenance
any appeal to the supernatural in the explanation of human
nature. As a naturalist, he aims to account for the way our
minds work in a manner that is consistent with a Newtonian

picture of the world.
